Quran Affirms the Bible
S. 5:68 - You have no foundation unless you
uphold the Torah and the Gospel
S. 10:94 - Ask those who read the earlier
scriptures before you if in doubt.
S. 5:43 - Why seek Muhammad's judgment
when you have the Torah?
S. 5:47 - Let the people of the Gospel judge
by what God revealed in it.
S. 2:89 - The Qur’an confirms the scriptures
already with them.
S. al-Bukhari 5917 - Muhammed copied the
scriptures from the Jews and Christians.
Surah 10:64; 6:34 - It says that God does
not change his words (incl. Torah & Gospel).
Surah 3:3 -The Quran is supposed to
confirm what was before it.

Is the Quran preserved?
S. Bukhari 76:445 -Ibn Abbas didn’t know if
Mohammed recited something or not
S. B. 61:510 — Uthman burnt the different
recitations of the Quran that he disagreed
S. B. 61:556 - Muhammed thanked a man
for reminding him verses
S. Muslim 17:4194 - Verse about stoning
and breastfeeding went missing in Quran
S. Muslim 5:2286 - 2 Surahs forgotten by a
companion of Muhammed
Sunan Ibn Majah 1944 - A sheep came and
ate averse
Ibn Abi Dawud p. 10 - The only person who
had memorized a verse died in battle.
Ibn Abi Dawud p. 117 - al-Hajjaj made 11
modifications to the Uthmanic text.

Contradictions in the Quran
- Was Earth created in 6 days (S. 7:54; 25:59)
or 8 days (S. 41:9-12)
- If Allah’s words cannot be changed
(6:34,115; 10:6), then how does Allah
“substitute one revelation for another”
(2:106, 16:101)?
- If wine is Satan's handiwork. (5:90; 2:219);
then why are rivers of wine, Satan's
handiwork, in paradise (47:15; 83:25)?
- Quran 2:62 says that certain non-Muslims
will have a reward but Quran 3:85 says only
Muslims will be accepted
- 6:115 says no one can change his words
but 2:106 says that Allah changes his words
- 6:164 says no bearers of burden or 16:25
says otherwise

(5:47), why not read it?
- If Allah’s words can’t change (6:34), how
could the Bible be corrupted?
- If Jesus was sinless (19:19) and
Muhammad asked for forgiveness (40:55),
who is more worthy to follow?
- Why does the Qur’an include stories from
Jewish and Christian sources—was it
borrowed?
- If Jesus offers eternal life (John 3:16) and
Muhammad didn’t know his fate (46:9),
shouldn’t you learn more about Jesus?
